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 DOT Report  

          Summer is still here! 

With the warm weather we’ve been having, it can be tempting to wear san-

dals and shorts on the training field. Please remember that secure shoes 

are required on the field (shoes that won’t slip off your foot). This is a 

safety precaution in case you need to move fast toward (or away) from a 

dog on the field. 

Additionally, consider wearing long pants on the field. This safety precau-

tion helps against long dog toenails dragging down your bare legs. Also 

helps give a layer of protection if a dog uses his/her mouth on your leg. 

Continue bringing water with you to training. Remember, you and your dog 

need breaks during the class to cool off. You are free to give your dog a 

break anytime; you don’t need to wait until the instructor mentions it. You 

know your dog better than anyone else. 

Watch the calendar for the monthly Heel Down competitions! It’s a great 

way to practice obedience skills with your dog in a friendly, less competitive 

setting.

Autumn Crocus: These fall-blooming plants contain colchicine, which is 
extremely toxic, causing gastrointestinal bleeding, severe vomiting. respir-
atory failure. Symptoms might be delayed for several days, so don’t wait 
to seek veterinary attention if your dog has ingested any part of this plant. 

Begonia: Often used in containers, these tubers can cause mouth 
irritation and difficulty swallowing when ingested. 

Chrysanthemum: These common flowers contain lactones and pyre-
thrin, which cause intestinal irritation. While not lethal, eating any part of 
the plant can result in vomiting, diarrhea, excessive drooling, skin rashes, 
and loss of coordination. 

Daffodil: Ingesting any part of the plant, especially the bulb, can 
cause severe vomiting, drooling, tremors, respiratory distress, convul-
sions, and heart problems. 

Geranium: All varieties of this common container plant are poison-
ous to dogs. The symptoms include lethargy, low blood pressure, skin 
rashes, and loss of appetite. 

Iris: Ingesting any part of the plant can cause skin irritation, drool-
ing, diarrhea, vomiting, and lethargy.  

Lily: With so many different varieties of lilies, it ’s hard to remember 
which are dangerous and which are relatively benign. Some — for exam-
ple, daylilies — are extremely toxic to cats, but cause only gastrointestinal 
upset in dogs. Others, such as the calla lily, release a substance that 
burns and irritates a dog’s mouth and stomach, and symptoms can be 
mild to severe.  Lily of the Valley: Symptoms of ingestion include diarrhea, 
vomiting, a drop in heart rate, and cardiac arrhythmia.
