DOT REPORT  

   Weôre off to a great start to the outdoor training season. Here are a few 

things to keep in mind when training outside: 

¶ Please pick up after your dog right away. There are garbage cans for 

disposal on the field.  

¶ When entering or exiting the training field, watch for classes still going 

on. Please walk around a class that is session rather than through a 

class. 

¶ Bring water for your dog every time you train. Keep the water at room 

temperature (not too hot, not too cold). Dogs get thirsty even on cool 

days. 

¶ The classes will train in all kinds of weather (even if it is raining). Clas-

ses are only cancelled if there is a threat of lightning. Our goal is to 

have dogs that are connected to you under all conditions (not just sun-

ny days). If you are wondering about class cancellations, call the Club 

answering machine for updates. 

Using care while working on the field is important. Dogs are independent 

animals and sometimes have their own ideas of what they are going to do 

(or not do). Keep these tips in mind to help prevent dog bites, on the field 

or in your neighborhood... 

Basic safety tips 
Do:  Remain motionless (e.g., "be still like a tree") when approached by an 
unfamiliar dog. 
¶ Curl into a ball with your head tucked and your hands over your ears 
and neck if a dog knocks you over. 

¶ Immediately let someone know about stray dogs or dogs that are be-

having strangely. 

 
Don't: 
¶ Approach an unfamiliar dog. 
¶ Run from a dog. 
¶ Panic or make loud noises. 
¶ Disturb a dog that is sleeping, eating, or caring for puppies. 
¶ Pet a dog without allowing it to see and sniff you first. 
¶ Encourage your dog to play aggressively. 
¶ Let small children play with a dog unsupervised. 
 

On a lighter note, Heel Down season has started! Watch the calendar for 

the monthly dates. Keep practicing!
